Following site visit, DHP determines
resource is ineligible. DHP sends a letter
to applicant explaining the reasons the
resources is ineligible.

The nomination is presented at the
Review Committee meeting. If approved
by the Review Committee, it is sent on to

the National Park Service. If not
approved, the nomination can still be
forwarded on to NPS per DHP”s final
opinion.

NPS rejects the nomination and the
resource is not listed.

NPS returns nomination for revisions.
